When Amelia returned to the
US, she was received as a hero. There was a
special parade for her in New York City and
she was even invited to the White House.

In 1931, she married
George Putnam, a publisher.
Two months after their |
marriage, Amelia became the |
first person to fly across the
USA coast-to-coast.

CELEDRITT RVIATOR

In 1932, Amelia flew the
Atlantic solo. The flight was
very dangerous. The weather
was bad, the clouds were thick,
and often the wings were
covered with ice. Fourteen
hours later she crossed the
Atlantic Ocean, but had to cut
the flight short, landing in a
field in Northern Ireland.

In 1934, she became the first person to
cross the Pacific on a solo flight from Hawaii
to California.

Amelia received many awards for her courage.
She became a celebrity. She wrote articles and
gave speeches about flying and women's rights.
She even became a fashion model.

N SEARCH OF THE FLAIE

Ever since Amelia Earhart disappeared
scientists and historians have been searching
for the remains of her plane. In July, 1913, a
group of researchers set out to look for the
plane using the latest technology. The team
found lots of evidence but did not find the
plane. The group still believes that the plane
crashed into a reef somewhere in the Pacific
Ocean and is already planning a voyage next
year.

The search for Amelia Earhart's plane
continues.
